A Virginia judge blocked
certification of a redistricting
referendum that voters
narrowly approved. The
referendum was viewed as a
partisan power grab that
would shift the state’s current
6-5 Democratic advantage in
the U.S. House delegation to a
potential 10-1 split favoring
Democrats.

New York State Education
Commissioner ordered
Massapequa and Locust

Valley school districts to end
their transgender bathroom
policies, ordering both
districts to allow students to
access all school facilities,
including bathrooms and
locker rooms, that align with
their gender identity.

The Supreme Court of
Montana ruled that a
recently enacted law
preventing those who
identify as transgender to
obtain birth certificates and
drivers’ licenses that reflect
their ‘gender identity, is most
likely unconstitutional.
